HOW TO UPLOAD
ONLINE ENTRIES
   The Nevada Press Better Newspaper 
Contest uses an online entry system for 
categories (other than six requiring 
mail-in of complete editions.)
   If you used the system last year, your 
login should be the same, but 
passwords have been reset to the 
default. If you need help, contact us at 
nevadapress@att.net.

How to enter:
• Using the current version of Firefox 
or Chrome, go to betterbnc.com
• Click on “Contestant Login”
• Choose the 2017 Nevada Press Better 
Newspaper Contest.
• Choose your publication.
• NOTE: When logging onto the site 
for the first time, designate a Contest 
Manager to coordinate entries for the 
whole publication. Use the password 
“bnc”. Then change the password. 
Enter an email address, which can be 
used to remind you of your password. 
The Contest Manager can set up 
Authorized Entrants who are then able 
to submit entries as well.
• On the Manage Entries page, click 
“Submit Entry.”
• Select the Division and the Category. 
Complete the Headline/Title field.

• Upload the content by clicking 
“Choose File” and navigating to the 
desired file. Select Open and then 
Upload. Files should be no larger than 
2 to 3 MB.
• Click “Next” to add Credits and 
Comments.
• Click Submit. Continue to the next 
entry. Be sure to click ‘submit’
• When finished with all entries, please 
send a note to nevadapress@att.net so 
we may begin confirming them.
• A completed tally sheet and payment 
must be received for each newspaper’s 
entries to be judged. Please coordinate 
entries among departments so that 
one tally sheet and check are sent.
